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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Larry Jay Bacon.

WHEREAS, Larry Jay Bacon was born May 20, 1937, in Akron, Indiana, a son of Russel and Helen Putnam, and he departed this earthly realm for his Heavenly Home on February 8, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon was an outstanding horseman who was devoted to the profession from his early teens, when he first worked with Shetland ponies. Following high school graduation, he worked for Ernie Peel and the Kilkellys, and by the late 1950s, he joined the Terry Jean team as assistant to Armon Hetzle. Upon his honorable discharge from the United States Army, he worked with Knolland Farms training Shetland and Hackney ponies; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon worked with the most recognized Hackney exhibitors and breeders, including Clover Leaf Farm, Kennedy Pony Farm, Mrs. J. A. Smith's farm in California, Summerhill Farm in Arizona, Paul Blakeman's Merrywill Farm, Costello's Holiday Farm, and the Birtcher's Rancho de Dios. The Bacon Stable banner was proudly displayed at shows, and for a time, Mr. Bacon was a licensed professional farrier. He continued shoeing his own show and working ponies until his open heart surgery in 1998; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon had many World Champions and outstanding show ponies, including Lord Ovation, which won the 2007 Four-Year-Old Hackney Stakes and became the 2007 World Grand Champion Hackney Pony, and later the National Championship and the UPHA Classics Championship. His Hackney Horse Grand Champion, Foreward Commander, was the back-to-back International World Champion at the Canadian Royal Winter Fair. Mr. Bacon had 52 World and Reserve World Champions with Birtcher's Rancho de Dios; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon also trained and showed some of the top Roadster horses and ponies and American Saddlebred horses. He also was a recognized judge, and he was on the board of directors of most of the pony and horse organizations at different times in his career. He was a member of the executive boards of the United Professional Horsemen's Association, the American Hackney Horse Society, the American Road Horse and Pony Association, and the United States Equestrian Federation; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon was the beloved husband of Barbara B. Bacon for over 51 years. He was preceded in death by his parents; son, Brent Bacon; and grandson, Bradley Jay Bacon II; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon is survived by his cherished family, including his loving wife; son, Bradley Bacon and wife Barbara; two brothers, Phil Bacon and wife Pat, and Paul Bacon and wife Charlotte; and his three grandsons, Andrew, Michael, and Ryan Bacon; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Bacon leaves behind a grieving family and community. He will forever be remembered for the values and ideals by which he lived;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives expresses its most profound sense of sorrow and deepest sympathy upon the passing of Larry Jay Bacon and extends its sincerest condolences to his family, friends, and community.
