WHEREAS, the 2012 LRC intern class is comprised of students attending Kentucky’s colleges and universities who have lived throughout the United States and around the world. Each student in the internship program appreciates Sheila Mason Burton for this once-in-a-lifetime experience. This Honorable Body joins with the 2012 LRC intern class to honor her for being a remarkable citizen, a talented teacher, and a professional whose character and compassion inspires all to stand up and do the greater good;
