Representative Fred Nesler is active in his community where he is a member of the Mayfield/Graves County Chamber of Commerce. He supports and serves his community through his membership in the Mayfield Rotary Club; and

WHEREAS, Representative Fred Nesler represents Graves County and a part of McCracken County in House District 2. He first ran for election in 1992 and the people of House District 2 have re-elected him knowing that they can rely on Representative Fred Nesler.
