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A RESOLUTION honoring Coach Jim McKee upon being selected as 2011 Coach of the Year by the Kentucky Football Coaches Association for 6A District 7.

WHEREAS, Coach Jim McKee has been a head coach in the Commonwealth for 17 years, two years with Oldham County High School and for 15 years at his current position as Scott County High School head football coach; and

WHEREAS, Coach Jim McKee quickly found success on the football field, having led Oldham County High School to an undefeated season in 1995 during his first season as head coach. Coach McKee continued this success at Scott County High School while leading the Cardinals to an undefeated season in 2002 and the Class 4A state championship game in 2004; and

WHEREAS, Coach Jim McKee led the Scott County Cardinals football team to an undefeated regular season and a record of 14-0 heading into the 2011 Class 6A state championship game. Coach McKee's team never trailed and outscored opponents by a stunning 168-0 in the first quarter during the regular season and outscored all opponents, including the playoffs, 210-14 in the first quarter heading into the championship game. Owing to principles of dedication, commitment, and hard work instilled in his players by Coach McKee and his staff, the Scott County Cardinals made it to the 2011 Class 6A state championship game; and

WHEREAS, Coach Jim McKee was recognized by the Kentucky Football Coaches Association as 2011 Coach of the Year for Class 6A, District 7, for his accomplishments in leading the Scott County Cardinals football team to the District 7 championship, to the Class 6A Region 3 championship crown, an undefeated 2011 regular season, and an appearance in the 2011 Class 6A state championship game;
