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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the Cropper family for their service as protectors and stewards of the significant archaeological sites on their Greenup County property, and for their noteworthy preservation efforts across the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Mrs. Nita Cropper, her late husband, William Cropper, and their family have demonstrated outstanding stewardship of the land whose existence and history as a working family farm dates back well over 100 years; and

WHEREAS, the Croppers are the descendents of the original pioneer family and have protected and preserved the Forest Home Farm, one of Kentucky's treasured historic family farms, throughout many generations. The Forest Home Farm consists of a two-story, hand-hewn, post and beam farmhouse, ancillary buildings, a family cemetery, and surrounding acreage; and

WHEREAS, the Cropper family, including their children, Dwight, William Jr., and Gayle, are deserving of recognition and praise for their dedication to the noble cause of historic preservation and for being exemplary stewards and protectors of the archaeological sites on their own property, along with many sites across the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives recognize and salute the Cropper family for their service as protectors and stewards of the significant archaeological sites on their Greenup County property, and for their noteworthy preservation efforts across the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the Cropper family.
