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A RESOLUTION requesting the members of the Kentucky Congressional delegation to urge the Secretary of Health and Human Services to enforce the provisions of the Sanitary Food Transportation Act of 2005, Pub. L. No. 109-59.

WHEREAS, transporting food in a safe, sanitary manner is a critical component to maintaining a healthy environment for the citizens of our country; and

WHEREAS, the proper maintenance of vessels carrying food, particularly those with refrigeration units, is a vital necessity in preserving the food safety chain; and

WHEREAS, the Sanitary Food Transportation Act of 2005 directed the Secretary of Health and Human Services to require persons engaged in the transportation of food to use sanitary transportation practices to avoid adulteration; and

WHEREAS, the Act required the Secretary to establish procedures for transportation safety inspections to identify suspected incidents of contamination or adulteration of food and other products; and

WHEREAS, the Act also required the Secretary to develop and carry out a program to train inspectors and other personnel to recognize adulteration problems associated with the transportation of food and other products; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary was directed to notify appropriate agencies of any instances of potential food contamination or adulteration of food identified during transportation safety inspections;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Kentucky Congressional delegation are requested to urge the Secretary of Health and Human Services to enforce the provisions of the Sanitary Food Transportation Act of 2005, Pub. L. No. 109-59.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to each member of the Kentucky Congressional delegation.
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
