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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Yingluck Shinawatra upon her election to the office of Prime Minister of Thailand.

WHEREAS, Yingluck Shinawatra was elected to the office of the Prime Minister of Thailand and was the first woman to run for that high office; and

WHEREAS, Yingluck Shinawatra was born to Lert and Yindi Shinawatra on June 21, 1967, in Chiang Mai as the youngest of nine children. She is married to Anusorn Amornchat, with whom she has a child named Supasek; and

WHEREAS, Yingluck Shinawatra received a bachelor's degree in public administration from Chiang Mai University and a master's degree in public administration from Kentucky State University. She began her career in business, and through her industriousness rose from the level of an intern to the chief executive officer of one of the largest telephone companies in Thailand; and

WHEREAS, Yingluck Shinawatra ran for the position of Prime Minister as a member of the Pheu Thai Party, promising to alleviate poverty, prioritize education, and foster national unity. Under Mrs. Shinawatra's leadership, the Pheu Thai Party won a landslide victory;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives commends Yingluck Shinawatra for election to the office of Prime Minister of Thailand.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Prime Minister Yingluck Shinawatra.
