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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of our friend and former colleague, Representative Harry Morgan Hoe.

WHEREAS, Representative Harry Morgan Hoe was born the only son of the late Ethel Morgan and Harry Allen Hoe in Middlesboro on May 25, 1925; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe graduated from the Kentucky Military Institute and received a B.S. in business from the University of Tennessee; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe honorably served his nation as a soldier in the Fourth Infantry Division during World War II, fighting courageously in the European Theatre in many campaigns, including the D-Day invasion and the Battle of the Bulge. For his heroism, the Army awarded Representative Hoe a Silver Star and a Bronze Star with an Oak Leaf Cluster, and the French Republic recognized Representative Hoe’s brave contribution to the liberation of France from the Axis occupation by awarding him the French Liberation Medal; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe magnanimously devoted his energies to the good of his community by, among other endeavors, helping to found the Middlesboro High School Key Club; serving on the board of the local Salvation Army, for which he was honored with the Salvation Army William Booth Award; acting as Director and President of the Kentucky Mountain Laurel Festival Board; serving as General Chairman for the dedication of the new Cumberland Gap National Historical Park in 1959; founding the first racially integrated Little League Baseball team south of the Ohio River; and serving as a loyal member of the Middlesboro Kiwanis Club for over 60 years; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe was a lifelong member of the First Baptist Church, where he taught Sunday School, presided as a deacon, and sang in the choir; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe worked diligently for his family’s business, as the director of the Kentucky Utilities Company for 19 years, and served as a director of the Clear Creek Baptist Bible College; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe was elected to the House of Representatives from 1964 to 1969, serving as Minority Whip and Assistant Minority Floor Leader; and

WHEREAS, Representative Hoe was the loving husband of Mary Bob Hale Hoe, whom he married in 1948 while still a student at the University of Tennessee, and the doting father of Priscilla (Mark) Handler, Harry H. (Marion) Hoe, and Marilyn Hoe (Phillip) Wells; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body was saddened to learn of the passing of Representative Harry Morgan Hoe on Monday, May 9, 2011, and joins his family, friends, and community in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
