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A RESOLUTION recognizing February 2, 2012, as Arts Day in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, arts businesses contribute to the local economy through salaries, taxes, contracted services, and more; and

WHEREAS, arts education engages students and helps them learn to think flexibly and solve problems, preparing them for the modern workforce; and

WHEREAS, artists and the arts in Kentucky have been recognized nationally and internationally and represent our culture and heritage; and

WHEREAS, arts and supporters of the arts can be found in every county in the Commonwealth, and a thriving arts scene draws cultural tourists who stay longer and spend more at hotels and restaurants than they would otherwise; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Arts Council, the state arts agency, creates opportunities for people to find value in the arts, participate in the arts, and benefit from the arts through its programs, grants, and services;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That February 2, 2012, is recognized as Arts Day in Kentucky.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives commends all individuals who have worked to promote and develop the arts across the Commonwealth.
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
