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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Clayton Elizabeth Craine Bradley.

WHEREAS, Clayton Elizabeth Craine Bradley was born on December 1, 1929, in Frankfort, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley and her husband, Merrill Scott "Scotty" Bradley, were staples of the Frankfort, Kentucky community for many years as they operated Scotty's Pink Pig BBQ from 1958 to 1994; and

WHEREAS, during her time operating Scotty's Pink Pig BBQ Mrs. Clayton produced many great pies, perhaps most notably her famed sugarplum pie, and many people across the Commonwealth still remember these pies fondly to this day; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley was a devoted member of Bridgeport Christian Church having served on the church board as a Deaconess and eventually was elected as a church elder in 1993; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley was known throughout the Commonwealth as a kind and compassionate person. Stories abound of Mrs. Bradley using money from her own pocket to help complete strangers with the hardships that they faced; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley's food was so popular that it became a favorite spot among Kentuckians, from citizens of the Commonwealth to sitting Governors. Clayton and Scotty's Pink Pig BBQ was mentioned in an issue of Sports Illustrated in 1986 as a favorite eating spot of former Governor and Major League Baseball commissioner, Governor A.B. "Happy" Chandler; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley was an impassioned community and public servant who cared deeply about issues affecting children. She served on the Frankfort Art Foundation Board of Directors from 1978 to 1982; served as a delegate to the National Democratic Convention in 1984; was the Democratic Women's Club of Kentucky President from 1986 to 1988; served on the Attorney General's Task Force on Child Sexual Abuse in 1992; served on the Board of Directors of the Franklin County Interagency Council on Family Abuse in 1992; served on the Governor's Council on Domestic Violence in 1996; and was associated with countless other civic organizations; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bradley was above all else devoted to her family, and is survived by her son, Randall S. Bradley; a grandson, Justin Bradley; three great grandchildren, Aaron, Clara and Lauren; a sister, Marie Harrod; a brother in law and sister in law, Eugene and Vivian Bradley; a sister in law Elaine Goodrich Barton; and many other friends and family members who loved her dearly; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Clayton traversed these earthly bounds on December 16, 2011, in Versailles, Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow to the family and friends of Clayton Elizabeth Craine Bradley during this time of her passing.
