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A RESOLUTION recognizing and commending Preservation Kentucky for its service to the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, the board of Commonwealth Preservation Advocates formed Preservation Kentucky in 1998 to preserve the Commonwealth's historic sites through education and advocacy. Preservation Kentucky is a non-profit organization funded by membership revenue, grants, and donations. Its members include individuals, businesses, community organizations, and government agencies; and it has partnered with Preservation Action and the National Trust for Historic Preservation; and

WHEREAS, Preservation Kentucky is committed to preserving buildings, structures, and sites that embody the Commonwealth's past, from prehistoric stone shelters to shotgun houses. Preservation Kentucky has taken to heart the words of Robert Penn Warren, "history can give us a fuller understanding of ourselves, and of our common humanity, so that we can better face the future"; and

WHEREAS, Preservation Kentucky has developed a number of programs to educate and advocate for historic preservation, such as the Rural Heritage Development Initiative, which develops and implements preservation-based economic development strategies in rural areas across the state; a photo-essay competition, in which students select, photograph, and write about historic places in their communities; Kentucky's Most Endangered List, which draws attention to historic or prehistoric sites that are imperiled; and the Kentucky State Historic Preservation Conference, which is a statewide, biennial conference that calls attention to preservation efforts in the Commonwealth and provides technical assistance to local organizations and community leaders; and

WHEREAS, the House of Representatives does hereby proclaim this day the Historic Preservation and Archaeology Day in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky House of Representatives recognizes and commends Preservation Kentucky for its service to the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns today, it does so in honor of Preservation Kentucky.
