Preceded in death by his loving wife, he is survived by his daughter, Harriet R. Harris, two sons, Stanley F. Reed, II, and Walter G. D. Reed, and five grandchildren. His respect and appreciation for his children and others was evident. Stanley F. Reed, Jr. was very proud of his son, Stanley F. Reed, II, Bloomberg correspondent, who wrote a book entitled, In Too Deep:  BP and the Drilling Race That Took It Down; and

WHEREAS, Stanley F. Reed, Jr. was always closely connected to his hometown, Maysville, where he would return time and time again to the farm land and community that he loved so dearly. Always an inspiration to his family and others, Stanley F. Reed, Jr., will always be remembered fondly, like his father, U. S. Supreme Court Justice Stanley F. Reed;
