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AN ACT proposing to amend Section 28 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the General Assembly's authority to review administrative regulations.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 28 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


No person or collection of persons, being of one of those departments, shall exercise any power properly belonging to either of the others, except in the instances hereinafter expressly directed or permitted. The General Assembly shall have the authority to establish by general law a process permitting it, or an agency or committee it designates, to review, approve, or disapprove any administrative regulation of an officer or agency of the executive department during or between regular sessions of the General Assembly. An administrative regulation disapproved under this section shall be void and unenforceable, and shall not be reissued in the same or similar language for a period of one (1) year after the disapproval.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
