STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $60.02. Upon sentencing, most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to five years. Certain Class C felons may be housed in full service jails for up to ten years if there are no available state prison beds. The Department of Corrections reimburses the jails at a daily rate of $34.91. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).

LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or Class B misdemeanors and housing those charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state reimbursement is $34.91 per felony inmate. Note: projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years (rounded).
