MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this measure is to allow local boards of education to adopt a policy that would require students to attend school between the ages of six (6) and eighteen (18) except as provided in KRS 159.030.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure amends KRS 159.010 to allow local boards of education to adopt a policy that would require students to attend school between the ages of six (6) and eighteen (18) with notable exceptions. The most obvious exception, among those listed in KRS 159.030, is that the student has graduated prior to reaching the age of eighteen. Other exceptions include students who are enrolled in non-public schools and students who have physical or mental conditions that prevent school attendance. There is no requirement for boards of education to adopt such a policy; it is strictly voluntary.
The measure further directs that if the board of education adopts such a policy it applies to all children residing in the district (still considering those exceptions in KRS 159.030) whether they attend public or non-public schools. The policy would also apply to students who reside in the district but attend school in another district under terms of a non-resident contract even if the district where the student attends does not have a similar policy.

The local board of education must certify to the Kentucky Department of Education that the district has, or will have, appropriate programs in place to meet the needs of potential dropouts.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This measure would become effective in the 2014-2015 school year; therefore, there is no fiscal impact in FB 2012-2014.
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
