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AN ACT relating to elk hunting permits.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
In addition to the other methods allowed by the department, applicants for the regular season elk quota hunt shall be allowed by the department to apply for an elk quota hunt permit in writing at any location that sells a hunting license described in KRS 150.175.

(2)
For each year that the department holds a regular season elk quota hunt, the department shall, immediately following the drawing of senior or disabled applicants as required by subsection (3) of this section, hold a lottery in which applicants for elk quota hunt permits are physically drawn from a common randomized pool containing all applicants to determine to whom the permits shall be awarded. The drawing shall be held publicly in a different wildlife district each year, and no wildlife district shall hold a drawing more than once every nine (9) years.

(3)
Prior to the drawing required in subsection (2) of this section, the department shall physically draw ten percent (10%) of the total number of permits awarded for the regular season elk quota hunt from a randomized pool of applicants solely composed of holders of senior/disabled combination hunting and fishing licenses described in KRS 150.175. At the conclusion of the drawing required under this subsection, the department shall combine the undrawn applicants with the common randomized pool to be included in the drawing required under subsection (2) of this section.
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
