Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 148 clarifies the definition of “property” as it is used in KRS Chapter 512 relating to criminal damage to property.  The crimes under that chapter include criminal mischief, criminal use and possession of noxious substances, criminal littering and unlawful posting of advertisements.  The current definition of property simply states, “Property” includes cattle.”  SB 148 clarifies the definition to read, “Property” means real and personal property, and includes cattle.”      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 148 on local governments is nil.  The bill merely spells out that “real and personal property” is included within the definition of “property.”  SB 148 will have no effect on the enforcement of KRS Chapter 512 criminal damage to property statutes.            
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
