Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 53 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 314 and upon passage and implementation, would require local law enforcement agencies
 to cooperate with and assist the Board of Nursing, upon request, in any investigation of improper, inappropriate, or illegal prescribing practices by Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioners that involve controlled substances.  
Duties for local law enforcement, usually a local police department certified peace officer, under implementation of the measure would be to:

(1) Receive data or reports from the Kentucky Board of Nursing or the Cabinet for Health Services under KRS 218A.202; 

(2) Maintain a file on any requested investigation;

(3) Take appropriate action.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The estimated fiscal impact of SB 153 on any particular local law enforcement agency, certified peace officers, is likely to be minimal. The Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police indicates there are not likely to be many cases involving Kentucky Board of Nursing investigations of improper, inappropriate, or illegal prescribing practices by Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioners that involve controlled substances.
