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AN ACT relating to advanced practice registered nurses.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 314 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The board may request and receive reports from the system created by KRS 218A.202 which identify the number of prescriptions written by any APRN for any controlled substance.

(2)
The board may audit any APRN for prescribing practices based on the report received pursuant to subsection (1) of this section. The APRN shall cooperate with the audit and provide any requested patient record.

(3)
The board may consult with specialists to determine whether any APRN’s prescribing practices are improper, inappropriate, or illegal.

(4)
If the board determines that the prescribing practice of an APRN is improper, inappropriate, or illegal, it may use all information received under this section to take appropriate disciplinary action pursuant to KRS 314.091.

(5)
Notwithstanding KRS 218A.202(6), the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, the Board of Pharmacy, the Office of the Attorney General, and all law enforcement agencies shall cooperate and assist the board when requested.

(6)
In this section, "APRN" means advanced practice registered nurse.
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
