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AN ACT relating to local school board purchasing.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 160.303 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
For all contracts awarded by a local board of education, the board shall apply the reciprocal preference for resident bidders described in KRS 45A.494.

(2)
For purposes of this section, "local bidder" means an individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity whose principle place of business is within the local board of education's school district.

(3)
Notwithstanding subsection (1) of this section, a local board of education shall give a five percent (5%) preference to local bidders in evaluating contract bids and solicitations. In the case of a tie between a local bidder and a nonlocal bidder, the contract award shall be made to the local bidder.

(4)
The preference for local bidders established in subsection (2) of this section shall not be given if it conflicts with federal law.

(5)
Local boards of education shall make the provisions of subsections (2) to (4) of this section part of all solicitations or advertisements for bids.

(6)
Local boards of education shall develop a registration system for local bidders that provides timely notification and bid information to local bidders for all future contract opportunities in their districts. Local boards of education shall actively advertise the registration system within their districts.
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
