Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 18 GA proposes to amend the Kentucky Constitution to require redistricting in even-numbered year regular sessions following receipt of U. S. Census data.  SB 18 GA requires districts of contiguous counties or parts of counties of nearly equal population as required by the U. S. Constitution.
SB 18 GA permits division of counties as reasonably necessary to achieve population equality.  Language relating to county division is amended or deleted.
SB 18 GA provides that if the General Assembly fails to enact a redistricting plan by April 15, it must remain in session for the sole purpose of enacting redistricting legislation, the members receiving no compensation or expense allowances beyond April 15.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 18 GA requiring a constitutional question to be place on the election ballot is estimated to be minimal.
According to Harp Enterprises, a vendor that provides voting machines to 97 Kentucky counties, there is some additional programming cost to add a constitutional amendment question to a ballot.  For example, the cost to add a constitutional question to the ballot for Franklin County, with 44 precincts, is estimated to be between $1,250 and $2,000.
