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On page 2, after line 4, add the following:

"(5)
Classified and certified constables shall be exempt from the provisions of this section. Classified and certified constables shall meet voluntary training requirements. Failure to complete and maintain training requirements shall be grounds for revocation of classification or certification.

(6)
Classified constables shall initially undergo a minimum of forty (40) hours of training, and shall thereafter undergo a minimum of thirty (30) hours of annual training that includes, but is not limited to, training in:

(a)
Basic officer skills, including firearms training;

(b)
The Kentucky Penal code;

(c)
Constitutional issues and procedures; and

(d)
Driver training if a constable is authorized to attach blue lights to his or her vehicle under KRS 189.950(5).

(7)
Classified constable training shall be organized and funded by the organization designated to represent constables in the Commonwealth.

(8)
The Kentucky Law Enforcement Council shall train a minimum of five (5) constables who shall, in turn, provide the training listed in subsection (6) of this section. The Kentucky Law Enforcement Council shall oversee the curriculum of the program and issue classification certificates. The Kentucky Law Enforcement Council shall promulgate regulations in accordance with subsections (6), (7), (8) and (9) of this section.

(9)
A certified constable is a certified peace officer and shall:

(a)
Meet the minimum qualifications for certification under KRS 15.382;

(b)
Meet all the requirements of a certified peace officer under KRS 15.380 through 15.404; and 

(c)
Shall have authorization to equip his or her vehicle with blue lights under KRS 189.950 (5).

(10)
A certified constable shall have all duties and responsibilities of other certified peace officers.

(11)
The cost of certified constable training shall be funded by the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council. Certified constables shall have the same access to training as other certified peace officers. Noncertified constables shall be placed on standby status as class space becomes available."
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
