Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 32 creates the Kentucky Blue Alert Network to notify the public when a peace officer has been killed, seriously assaulted, or assaulted with a deadly weapon and the police are seeking an offender. The network will be operated by the Kentucky State Police. All law enforcement agencies are required to cooperate with the State Police in providing and disseminating  information regarding peace officers who have been killed, seriously injured, or missing in the line of duty. 
SB 32 SCS clarifies that the Kentucky Blue Alert System may utilize the existing Emergency Alert System if that use is permitted by the federal government.      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 32 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The legislation requires the cooperation of all law enforcement agencies (which would include local law enforcement) in the dissemination of information regarding a peace officer who has been killed, seriously injured, or who is missing in the line of duty and therefore subject to Kentucky Blue Alert System notices.      
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
