MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  
The purpose of this measure is to set forth the intent of the General Assembly to provide rigorous academic and career and technical education programs that are relevant to all students and encourage at-risk students to graduate from high school prepared for postsecondary education or the workforce. The measure increases academic standards for career and technical programs and provides for increased data analysis in identifying students at-risk.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 
Section 1 clearly sets forth the intent of the General Assembly with regard to programming for career and technical education. 

Section 2 amends KRS 158.810 to define a series of terms related to career and technical education. Among these are definitions of advanced manufacturing, career academy, career guidance coach, career pathway, career pathway program of study, and evidence-based instructional model. Also included is a definition of at-risk. At-risk is defined in this measure as "a student who is academically unprepared, has inadequate academic preparation for the next education level, or who is in danger of dropping out of school." This definition is noted because there are other definitions of at-risk in other statutes. 

Section 3 creates a new section of KRS 156 to require the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) to inform local school districts of the minimum content standards for postsecondary education courses and career-readiness standards. KDE is required to assist school districts in analyzing assessment data to identify students who are academically behind in grades 6, 8, 9, and 10. KDE is also required to develop enhanced courses in English, reading and mathematics for students academically behind in grades 6, 9, 10, 11, and 12. 

Section 4 creates a new section of KRS 158 to require KDE, the Office of Career and Technical Education (OCTE) in the Education and Workforce Development Cabinet, the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, and the Education Professional Standards Board (EPSB) to recommend evidence-based models for addressing the needs of at-risk students. 

Section 5 creates a new section of KRS 157 to define other terms (previously defined in KRS 158) and creates the "career and technical education accessibility fund" and a grant program, administered by KDE, to support the provisions of the bill.  KDE is required to promulgate administrative regulations containing the eligibility requirements for the grant program. Grant funds are distributed on a matching basis as funds are available. 

Section 6 amends KRS 158.814 to require an assessment by KDE and OCTE to determine the statewide unmet needs for career and technical education capital projects. KDE must update school facility administrative regulations to incorporate criteria to prioritize the needs for career and technical education programming. 

Section 7 amends KRS 158.816 to require KDE and OCTE to complete an annual statewide assessment of career and technical education including the number of students in various study areas. EPSB must include career and technical educator preparation programs that embed reading, mathematics and science knowledge into career and technical education instruction. 

Section 8 amends KRS 18A.010 to exclude teachers, career guidance coaches, counselors and school administrators employed in state-operated area technology centers from the cap on the total number of personnel in the executive branch.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  
The bill has an indeterminable fiscal impact in FB 2012-2014.  KDE projects there would be implementing costs related to assisting school districts in analyzing assessment data, recommending evidence-based models, providing training and determining the statewide unmet needs for career and technical education capital projects. There are also costs associated with providing an annual statewide assessment. “The measure creates a new trust and agency account, the career and technical education accessibility fund", to accept funds from appropriations, grants, federal funds, contributions and other sources. However, no funds are appropriated via this measure.
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
