Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 89 GA amends KRS 189.125 to apply seat belt requirements to vehicles designed to carry 15 or fewer passengers instead of 10 or fewer passengers.  

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 89 GA on local law enforcement agencies is expected to be negligible.  Since the bill only changes the size of the vehicle that law enforcement is currently enforcing the seat belt law in relation to, there is very little fiscal impact anticipated.  Any information dissemination and necessary training would be minimal and is available through a variety of sources, including the Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police, Kentucky Sheriffs’ Association, Eastern Kentucky University, and the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training.
Penalties, in the form of fines, are now in place for the current law through KRS 189.990.  Local law enforcement officials do not foresee much increase in the collection of fines.  They believe that since most larger-capacity vehicles are used by airport transport, churches, etc. that the driver/company would also enforce the requirement, should it become law.
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
