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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the off ramp on United States Route 119 at Burning Ford in honor of Clinton Blankenship.

WHEREAS, Clinton Blankenship was born February 25th, 1923, in Floyd County, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, having graduated from Betsy Lane High School, Clinton Blankenship served his country in both World War II and the Korean War; and

WHEREAS, following his service, Clinton Blankenship was the supervisor of maintenance for the Board of Education in Pike County for 27 years; and

WHEREAS, Clinton Blankenship was also a successful businessman, and was part owner of Stratton Lumber Company; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his military and work experience, Clinton Blankenship was also very active in the political process, at both the local and state level in Pike County throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, Clinton Blankenship traversed these earthly bounds on June 26th, 2008, leaving behind a host of family and friends who fondly remember his life and love and miss him dearly; and

WHEREAS, the public service and civic engagement of Clinton Blankenship should be tangibly recognized and appreciated by the citizens of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall honor the memory of Clinton Blankenship by designating the off ramp on United States Route 119 at Burning Ford in his name. The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs denoting this designation.
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
