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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the bridge on United States Route 25 between Williamstown and Kentucky Route 36 in honor and memory of John D. Risen.

WHEREAS, John D. Risen retired from AT&T as a communication technician with 42 years of service; and

WHEREAS, John Risen was a devoted member of the Williamstown Baptist Church in Williamstown, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, John Risen was a loyal member of many civic and charitable organizations, including the Grant Lodge #85 F & AM, where he was a past Master; the Oleika Shrine Temple, Lexington, Kentucky; the Indra Consistory of the Scottish Rite, Covington, Kentucky; the Grant County Historical Society; the Grant County Republican Club; the Dry Ridge Kiwanis Club; the Grant County Shrine Club; and the Kentucky Draft Horse Association; and

WHEREAS, John Risen was the son of the late John Denny and Elvira Frances Scroggins Risen; and

WHEREAS, John Risen was preceded in death by his brother, Harold Mark Risen.  He is survived by his beloved wife of 50 years, Edna Pollard Risen; his brother, Arnold Denny Risen; his sister, Ruth Elvira Sterling; and three nephews and one niece; and

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet shall honor the memory of John D. Risen by naming the bridge on United States Route 25 between Williamstown and Kentucky Route 36 with signs at each end that read "John D. Risen Memorial Bridge."  The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs at the locations identified in this section.
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
