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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating various roadways in honor of fallen soldiers.

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has often honored the veterans of this Commonwealth by naming portions of roads in their honor; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for veterans and is deeply grateful for the sacrifices they make for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, Robert Jason Settle was born October 20, 1980, in Daviess County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds April 19, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Robert Jason Settle enlisted in the United States Army in 2004; he was assigned to the 1st Battalion, 66th Armored Regiment, 1st Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division, Fort Hood, Texas, and he was deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom in November 2005; and 

WHEREAS, the life of Specialist Robert Jason Settle ended prematurely when an improvised explosive device detonated near his Humvee during combat operations in Taji, Iraq; and

WHEREAS, David B. Magruder was born July 8, 1948, and he traversed these earthly bounds May 16, 1970; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant David B. Magruder enlisted in the United States Army and was assigned to B Company, 1st Battalion, 52nd Infantry, 198th Infantry Brigade, Americal Division, and was deployed to Vietnam; and

WHEREAS, the life of Sergeant David B. Magruder ended prematurely when an explosive device detonated during combat operations in Quang Ngai Province, South Vietnam; and

WHEREAS, David Randall Mackey was born July 19, 1940, and he traversed these earthly bounds September 17, 1969; and

WHEREAS, Major David Randall Mackay enlisted in the United States Army, was an Operations and Training Staff Officer assigned to Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 5th Battalion, 60th Infantry, 9th Infantry Division, and was deployed to Vietnam; and

WHEREAS, the life of Major David Randall Mackay ended prematurely when his helicopter crashed in Long An Province, South Vietnam; and

WHEREAS, the passing of these brave soldiers has left a void that cannot be filled, and they are mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the segment of Kentucky Route 81 in Daviess County near Friendly Village, close to the McLean/Daviess County line, the "Specialist Robert Jason Settle Memorial Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs identifying this segment of highway as the "Specialist Robert Jason Settle Memorial Highway."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the segment of Kentucky Route 140 from Glenville east to the Daviess County line, the "Sergeant David B. Magruder Memorial Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs identifying this segment of highway as the "Sergeant David B. Magruder Memorial Highway."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the segment of Kentucky Route 136 from Calhoun east to Kentucky Route 150, the "Major David Randall Mackey Memorial Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs identifying this segment of highway as the "Major David Randall Mackey Memorial Highway."
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
