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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Ray Lewis Overstreet.

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet was born on November 4, 1930, in Liberty, Kentucky, to the late Hattie Lee Overstreet and Dudley Clarence Overstreet and departed this life on January 19, 2012. A native of Casey County, he is the last survivor of ten children. Except for his military service in the U.S. Air Force, he lived all his life in Casey County; and

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet graduated from Liberty High School in 1948. When he was young, he worked at the Allen Theater and also delivered ice to homes throughout Casey County. After enlisting in the U.S. Air Force with his brother, Fay, he served in a military police unit in England during the Korean Conflict. Afterwards, he attended the University of Kentucky. He married Nina Russell with whom he celebrated 54 years of marriage; and

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet was a devoted family man, the loving husband of his late wife, Nina, and the loving father of four sons. His passing is mourned by his family and all of Casey County. He is survived by his sons and their wives, Michael (Judy) Overstreet, Jeffrey (Rebecca) Overstreet, Craig (Marvetta) Overstreet and Steven Lee Overstreet, his three grandchildren, five step-grandchildren, and three great-grandchildren. In addition to his parents and his wife, he was preceded in death by his sisters, Lela Henson, Mabel Carpenter, Stella Wethington, Mildred Monk, and Ida Lee Thomas, and his brothers, Fay Dudley, Bobby Joe Overstreet, and two brothers who died in infancy; and

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet owned a farm where he raised tobacco and cattle. Additionally, he was a merchant who owned and operated numerous business concerns including a service station, a convenient store, a sawmill, and a lumber company; and

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet was a devoted public servant who served Casey County in many capacities. Initially, he was elected Jailer of Casey County in 1965, and in 1969, the people elected him Casey County Sheriff. Finally, he was elected Casey County Circuit Court Clerk in 1975, and was re-elected for two subsequent terms; and

WHEREAS, Ray Lewis Overstreet enjoyed his membership in the Craftsman's Masonic Lodge and as a Shriner. He was inducted into the Casey County Alumni Hall of Fame and was a Kentucky Colonel. A man of many talents, he enjoyed boxing, old cars, and the history of World War II. During basketball season, he was an enthusiastic fan of the University of Kentucky Wildcats, and took great delight in attending several NCAA championship games;
