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A RESOLUTION honoring delegates from the country of Georgia on their visit to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, on March 17, 2012, three delegates from the country of Georgia, Givi Sanikidze, Nato Japaridze, and Aleksandre Chokhonelidze, journeyed to the Commonwealth of Kentucky for a two-week visit as part of a series of bilateral exchanges between the Kentucky Public Service Commission and Georgia's National Energy Regulatory and Water Supply Commission; and

WHEREAS, this exchange, sponsored by the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners and funded by the United States Agency for International Development, was designed to share the best practices of American utility regulation with its Georgian counterparts and those in the neighboring countries around the Black Sea; and

WHEREAS, this visit marks the fifth exchange between the delegates from Georgia and those from the Commonwealth. Two prior exchanges brought the Georgian delegation to Kentucky in May 2010 and then again in March 2011. For the two other exchanges, delegates from the Kentucky Public Service Commission travelled to Georgia in September 2010 and August 2011; and

WHEREAS, during the current trip, the Georgian delegates participated in meetings at the Kentucky Public Service Commission and visited a number of sites throughout the Commonwealth, including Louisville Gas and Electric Company's Gas Compressor Station in Muldraugh, Kentucky Utilities and Louisville Gas and Electric Company's Transmission Control Center in Simpsonville, Kentucky Utilities Company's facilities in Morganfield, and the recently opened, state of the art, 70-person Kentucky Utilities and Louisville Gas & Electric Operations, Customer Service, and Call Center Service; and

WHEREAS, the spirit of hospitality exhibited by both partners in this series of exchanges has fostered a mutually beneficial learning experience, and it is hoped that this visit provides the same for these honored guests from Georgia;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby welcome the Georgian delegation to Kentucky, extends the warmest hospitality, and sincerely wishes them the best of luck in their efforts.
