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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Michael Lee "Mike" Mullins.

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins was born June 22, 1948, in Hi Hat, Kentucky, to Mildred Dawson Mullins and the late Herman Mullins, and traversed these earthly bounds on February 19, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins was the first member of his family to graduate from college when he received a bachelor's degree in history from Berea College, and later a master's degree in history from the University of Cincinnati; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins was a dedicated and involved member of Hindman United Methodist Church, holding many different positions; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins served Alice Lloyd College starting in 1972 until he became the executive director of the Hindman Settlement School in 1977; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins's role at the Hindman Settlement School became his life's mission, and he worked there for 34 years. His tasks as the executive director ranged from fixing broken pipes to traveling "all over" coordinating fund-raising efforts to raise up to $500,000 for the school. Mr. Mullins took on many other initiatives at the school including Appalachian Emphasis Workshops, adult learning services, and an educational program for students with dyslexia, among others; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins was dedicated to improving eastern Kentucky and Appalachia. He was a founding board member of the East Kentucky Leadership Foundation and Leadership East Kentucky, and he was involved with countless other community organizations. Mr. Mullins also helped launch the Hindman/Knott County Community Development Initiative that brought in more than $20 million in community projects to the county; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins received many awards for his life of service and dedication to the community including the Governor's Arts Award for Education, Knott Countian of the Year, the East Kentucky Leadership Foundation Award, the Carson-Newman College's Appalachian Service Award, and an Honorary Doctorate of Letters from the University of Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Mullins was the loving husband of Frieda Smothers Mullins and loving father to his son, Nathan Mullins; his two daughters, Brenda Egleston and Cassie Moses; and a special "adopted" son, Ronald J. Costanzo;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate expresses its deep sense of sorrow upon the passing of Michael Lee "Mike" Mullins, and extends to his family, friends, and community its sincerest condolences.
