With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Mary Ann Janke Middleton, and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Mary Middleton was born in Wassau, Wisconsin, the daughter of Carl and Ann Janke, where she was raised with her brother, John; and

WHEREAS, Mary graduated from St. Olaf College in Northfield, Minnesota, and took a position as the Y-Teen director with the YMCA in Rapid City, South Dakota, going on to work with the YMCA in Hawaii. There she met young Navy officer Clyde Middleton, who would be her future husband; and

WHEREAS, after pursuing an adventurous quest to travel, Mary kept in touch with Clyde by writing letters.  After returning to the states, Mary married Clyde Middleton. Clyde's work with Procter and Gamble brought their family to Northern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Mary Middleton soon embarked on a mission of public service. A trailblazer when it came to politics, Mary ran for State Representative in the 1950s as a Republican before her husband got involved in politics; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Middleton taught in the Cincinnati Public School system at McMillan Center.  Always giving and always graceful, Mrs. Middleton's community service included serving as president of the Covington Art Club and membership in the Covington Optimist Club, the Booth Hospital Auxiliary, the St. Luke Hospital Auxiliary, Church Women United, the Florence Women's Club, and the Kenton County Republican Women's Club which she founded 51 years ago. Mrs. Middleton also founded the Kentucky Interfaith Commission and served as the first president of the area's Salvation Army Auxiliary. Mrs. Middleton was a devoted member of Gloria Dei Lutheran Church; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Middleton is survived by her husband of 57 years, Clyde Middleton; her daughter, Ann Schmidt, of Orlando, Florida; and her sons, David Middleton of Lexington, Kentucky, Richard Middleton of Independence, Kentucky, and John Middleton of Edgewood, Kentucky. She is also survived by eight grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the victim of a tragic accident, Mary Ann Middleton departed this earthly life on November 22, 2011, and she will be missed by all those who knew and loved her;
