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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of A. Byron Young, M.D., upon the occasion of his retirement from the University of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, A. Byron Young is a graduate of Transylvania University, the University of Kentucky College of Medicine, and the Neurosurgery Residency Program of Vanderbilt University, where he studied under the tutelage of Dr. William F. Meacham. He is licensed and certified by the Kentucky State Board of Medical Examiners and the American Board of Neurological Surgery; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young served in the Eighth United States Army in Korea and at the William Beaumont Army Medical Center in El Paso, Texas; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young was first appointed to work at the University of Kentucky in 1974 as Assistant Professor in the Division of Neurosurgery. He served as the Chief of the Division of Neurosurgery, Chairman of the Department of Surgery, Johnston-Wright Endowed Chair, Chief of Staff, Senior Associate Dean for Clinical Affairs, Chair of the Department of Neurosurgery, Director of the Kentucky Neuroscience Institute, Clinical Director of the Spinal Cord and Brain Injury Research Center, Gamma Knife-Program Director, and Chair of the Department of Neurosurgery; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young has been a member of several professional societies including the American Board of Neurological Surgeons, the Kentucky Medical Association, the American Medical Association, Harvard School of Public Health, the National Institutes of Health, the National Advisory Neurological and Communicative Disorders and Stroke Council, the Advisory Committee to the Director of the National Institutes of Health, the Society of Neurological Surgery, the Neurological Society of America, the American Surgical Association, the American Cancer Society, and the Southern Neurological Society, among many others; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young served the University of Kentucky through involvement in activities such as the Academic Partnership Council, the Hospital Board of Directors Ex Officio, the Kentucky Medical Services Foundation, the Lucille Parker Markey Cancer Center, the Sanders-Brown Center on Aging, the University of Kentucky College of Medicine Alumni Board, the UK/Cardinal Hill Rehabilitation Hospital Neuro-rehabilitation Advisory Board, the UK-Shriners Hospital Joint Liaison Committee, and the McDowell Cancer Network Board of Directors, among many others; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young contributed to the community in roles with Central Bank and Trust, the Kentucky Organ Donor Affiliates, and through many roles at his alma mater, Transylvania University; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young has published many scholarly articles on neuroscience and neurosurgery; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young has received countless awards for his work, including the MaHaley Clinical Research Award, the Distinguished Alumnus Award from both undergraduate and medical school, the Morrison Medallion Award, America's Top Doctors, America's Best Doctors, Who's Who in America, Who's Who in the World, and many others; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Young is married to his lovely wife, Judy Gaines, and has two sons, John and Alexander; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors A. Byron Young, M.D. for his years of service to both the University of Kentucky and the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of A. Byron Young, M.D.
