WHEREAS, Sheriff Josh Neale exhibited courage and bravery when he was injured in the line of duty while responding to a domestic dispute in Gallatin County on September 20, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Josh Neale was elected sheriff of Gallatin County on November 2, 2010; and

WHEREAS, as the chief law enforcement officer of the county, Sheriff Neale is responsible for the safety of the county's residents, for providing court security and serving court papers, for collecting property taxes, and for arresting citizens who violate the law; and

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
