A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Ohavay Zion Synagogue on the auspicious occasion of the celebration of its centennial.

WHEREAS, shortly after the turn of the twentieth century, a few Orthodox Jewish families arrived in Lexington, Kentucky, from Pushelot, Lithuania; and

WHEREAS, they first gathered to meet in downtown stores and other places, including the Odd Fellows hall on West Short Street; until, on Yom Kippur in 1911, in the middle of a service, members of the Lodge arrived, forgetting they had rented the hall on their regular meeting night; and

WHEREAS, members of the congregation realized that they needed a permanent home; and

WHEREAS, on April 25, 1912, the Ohavay Zion Synagogue was officially incorporated by David Ades, Sol Kahn, Beryl Kravetz, Nathan Rogers and Joe Rosenberg, with Nathan Rogers as the first president; and

WHEREAS, Ohavay Zion Synagogue has continued its journey as a vibrant and vital religious body, growing and progressing within the Lexington community;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors the 100th anniversary of the founding of Ohavay Zion Synagogue in Lexington, Kentucky, and recognizes the enduring religious tradition it has brought to the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 100th anniversary of the founding of Ohavay Zion Synagogue.
