Preceded in death by his parents, his wife, Janet Watts Noble, and Charles Brown Noble, he was survived by his three sons, Leonard Earl and his wife, Vicki Noble, Jeffrey Wade Noble and Larry Vaughn Noble; his sister, Lena Myrtle and her husband, Charles Derrickson; his brother, Paul Owen and his wife, Joyce Noble; three sisters-in-law, Mary Lou Schmidt, Patty and her husband, Bennie Keen and Judy Watts; three grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren. Additionally he had a special cherished, family friend, Sue Gabbard who survives him; and

WHEREAS, Leonard Noble had many interests in life. He was both a Mason and a Shriner. He especially liked to fish, but he probably liked "telling fishing tales more."
