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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Robert C. Carter.

WHEREAS, Robert C. Carter was born on January 22, 1934. He was a native of Mount Vernon, Georgia, and the son of the late Clarke Carter, Lucille Pearce, and his step-father, E. L. Pearce. He was a faithful member of First Baptist Church. He nobly served his country in the United States Army and was the President of the Association of the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter helped modernize the newspaper business in Kentucky and secure its journalistic freedoms. As a teenager, he delivered papers, and in 1953, he began working for the Kentucky New Era as an advertising salesman. He rose through the ranks, retired as president and publisher in 1997, and continued to serve as chairman on the newspaper's board of directors. In the 1970s, he was the president of the Kentucky Press Association, and his belief in the importance of journalistic freedoms inspired him to assist in the passage of the Commonwealth's Open Meetings and Open Records laws. He served on the board of directors for the Southern Newspaper Publishers Association. For his achievements as a journalist, he was inducted into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame, received the KPA Freedom of Information Award in 1980 and the Sigma Delta Chi Distinguished Award in 1977, and was named the outstanding member of the state press association twice. The Hopkinsville Jaycees named him the community's Outstanding Young Man in 1969 and Boss of the Year in 1978; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter served his community as a board member of Leadership Kentucky, the Kentucky Development Finance Authority, and the Hopkinsville Industrial Foundation. He was the chairman of the Murray State University Board of Regents, the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce, and the Board of Hopkinsville Water Environment authority. He enjoyed charity work, often supplying The Salvation Army during the Christmas season and organizing food drives, and he served on the boards of the local United Way and The Salvation Army; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter was preceded in death by his daughter, Cindy Lynn Carter. He is survived by his wife, Ann Carter; his daughters, Beth Carter and Jini (Ned) Carter-Sheehy; his half-brother, Larkin; and two half-sisters, Gloria and Ann; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter departed this earthly life on December 31, 2011, at the age of 77, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow and proffers its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Robert C. Carter.
