A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Peter Joseph Summe.

WHEREAS, born on September 2, 1951, Peter Joseph Summe was the second of six children born to Joseph L. and Kathleen Summe; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe, a Fort Wright native, attended St. Agnes grade school, Covington Latin School, and graduated from St. Xavier High School, Xavier University, and Northern Kentucky University's Chase College of Law; and

WHEREAS, inspired by his father's commitment to public service, Mr. Summe ran for Fort Wright City Council, becoming the youngest person elected to that office in the city's history; and

WHEREAS, ever the loyal family man, Mr. Summe joined his father's law practice upon graduation, and after his father's passing, began a law practice partnering with his sister, Patricia; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe was a dedicated member of the community, where he served as city attorney for both Fort Wright and Ludlow, was Eucharist Minister for St. Agnes, and was a committed and caring Boy Scout leader; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe was highly esteemed and served on the boards of several organizations including the President's Advisory Council for Xavier University, Citizens Federal Savings and Loan, Wildlife Conservation Kentucky, Mother of God Cemetery, Redwood School, and was president of the Holy Cross Board of Education, and the City of Taylor Mill Planning and Zoning Committee; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe was a member of the Northern Kentucky and state bar associations, where he chaired the probate section, was a member of the real estate section, was a trustee of the law library, and was a member of the Estate Planning Council of Northern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, while enjoying an accomplished and impressive career, Mr. Summe was best known for his loyalty and genuineness, for being a true gentleman, for his infectious laugh, and most of all, for being a devoted father and family man; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe departed this earthly life on January 3, 2012, at the age of 60, leaving behind a grieving family and community that will always remember the values and ideals for which he lived; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Summe is survived by his beloved wife Kathleen Dressman Summe, his precious children, Nick, Rachel, and Luke Summe, his sisters and their families, Joanne Meadows and her husband Michael, Julie Jacobs and her husband Mark, Patricia, Kathleen, and Gabrielle Summe, and his three nieces and five nephews;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
