WHEREAS, Dr. Shuffett was Chairperson and a Delegate of the Kentucky Medical Association, Board Member and Treasurer of the Green County Ambulance Service, an avid hunter and outdoorsman, and was very proud of his role as a grandfather, or "Pappy" as he was affectionately known; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Shuffett was the loving husband of Katheryn Lee Evans Shuffett, proud father of a daughter, Michelle Lee Shuffett, M.D. of New York; a son and daughter-in-law: William Lee Shuffett, II and Monica Shuffett of Greensburg; a grandson: William Avery Shuffett of Greensburg; a brother: James Avery Shuffett of Lexington; and is mourned by a host of other relatives and many friends;
