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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Hugh Thomas Findlay.

WHEREAS, born on March 2, 1922, in Liverpool, England, Hugh Thomas Findlay was the son of the late William and Matilda Findlay. While young, Mr. Findlay and his family immigrated to Montreal, Canada, where he was raised; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Findlay joined the Canadian Army in the beginning of World War II, which sparked a distinguished and admirable stint of military service. Upon his return home in 1954, Mr. Findlay married the love of his life, Sarah Whitelaw Dalton, in Toronto, Canada, beginning a lifelong devotion; and

WHEREAS, just four years later, Mr. Findlay and his wife moved to Lexington, Kentucky, where they raised their children. As a dedicated and devout Christian, Mr. Findlay was an active member of Saint Peter Roman Catholic Church and was moved to spend much of his life in service to those who are disadvantaged in the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Findlay enjoyed an accomplished and impressive career as a research chemist at IBM, and throughout his more than 35 year career, he had well over 20 inventions patented. He was a founding member of the Saint Vincent De Paul Society in Lexington, a charity that serves those living in poverty, and worked tirelessly for the society for over 50 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Findlay departed this earthly life on November 22, 2011, at the age of 89, leaving behind a grieving family and community that will always remember the values and ideals for which he lived; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Findlay is survived by his beloved wife of 56 years, his five cherished children, Christopher Findlay of Fairfax, Virginia, Hugh J. Findlay of Durham, North Carolina, Geralyn Latham of Harrodsburg, Kentucky, Sally Quigley of Lexington, Kentucky, Doug Findlay of Lexington, Kentucky, and his 14 precious grandchildren. He is also survived by his in-laws, Therese Findlay, Julia and George DuPont, Stan and Patty Dalton, Betty and Johnny Rae, and several nieces and nephews. He is preceded in death by his parents, his brothers, William Findlay and Alan Findlay, and by his sister, Jean Taylor;
