WHEREAS, John William Adams was born in Christian County on June 29, 1936, the son of the late Ben. S. Adams and Mildred Stone Adams; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams was a graduate of Hopkinsville High School and the University of Kentucky, where he was a member and past president of the Sigma Alpha Epsilon fraternity; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams served this nation admirably in the United States Air Force for three years; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams returned to his hometown in 1964, taking a position as financial officer at the newly formed Hopkinsville Community College, where he worked for four years before taking on another challenge in becoming the first Executive Director of the Pennyrile Area Development District; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams was a pioneer in the area of regional cooperation, setting an example that successful area development districts throughout Kentucky follow even to this day; and

WHEREAS, upon retiring after a distinguished 25-year career with the Pennyrile Area Development District, Representative Adams followed the example of his father, who served the people of this Commonwealth as Commissioner of Agriculture and in this honorable body, by seeking elected office; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams was elected to the first of four terms in the General Assembly in 1996; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams served the people of his district effectively during his eight years in Frankfort by utilizing his considerable charm, good humor, and concern for the welfare of all Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, throughout his adult life and continuing after his retirement from the legislature, Representative Adams owned and operated his family farm; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams was a faithful member and elder at First Christian Church in Hopkinsville, and also worked for the improvement of his community through the Kiwanis Club of Hopkinsville and the Hopkinsville-Christian County Chamber of Commerce; and

WHEREAS, above all, Representative Adams was devoted to his family, marrying the love of his life, Mary Helen Jenkins Adams, and raising with her two sons, John Lindsey Adams and Dr. William Jenkins Adams; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams was also beloved by his sister, Peggy Adams Schlictman, as well as three grandchildren and four nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, Representative Adams traversed these earthly bounds on August 18, 2011, leaving behind a grieving community in addition to his family and friends, and he leaves a legacy of public service and honor to all he encountered;
