A RESOLUTION honoring Dr. Shirley Jones on her retirement as Chief Executive Officer from Planned Parenthood of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones received her Doctorate of Philosophy degree from the Medical College of Virginia, a Master of Science Degree in Nursing from the University of Maryland, a Bachelor of Science Degree in Nursing from Northern Illinois University, and dual certifications in reproductive endocrinology-infertility nursing and genetic counseling; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Shirley Jones was appointed to the position of Chief Executive Officer of Planned Parenthood of Louisville in September 2005; and

WHEREAS, in 2007, Dr. Jones also assumed the position of interim CEO of Planned Parenthood of the Bluegrass to oversee the process to form a single statewide affiliate, Planned Parenthood of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones served as the Kentucky Planned Parenthood Affiliate CEO Representative to the Planned Parenthood Federation of America National Medical Committee; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones has a broad and diverse range of healthcare knowledge and experience accumulated over the past 40 years; and

WHEREAS, in addition to her work with Planned Parenthood of Kentucky, Dr. Jones also served on the Healthy Start Board of Advocates from 2006 through 2011 using her knowledge and experience to assist with the development of policy recommendations to address the income and racial disparities in healthcare services and access to services; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones was inducted as a Fellow of the American Academy of Nursing in 2008; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones is a member of the American Organization of Nurse Executives; the American Nurses Association; the International Society of Nurses in Genetics; the Association of Women’s Health, Obstetric and Neonatal Nurses; and the American Society of Reproductive Medicine; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones was appointed to a national task force charged with the development and national endorsement of guidelines for the management of genetic information by nurses; scope and standards of practice for genetics nurses; and genetics nursing position statements; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones is co-founder of a nationally recognized private healthcare facility engaged in research, development and implementation of innovative clinical and laboratory reproductive health technologies; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones continues to serve as adjunct faculty in the School of Nursing, Medical College of Virginia, and teaches a Web-based Professional Development course; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Jones was responsible for the development and management of Clinical and Reimbursement Operations for a national educational and patient support service offering customized information and assistance to people with fertility health concerns;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
