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A RESOLUTION honoring the city of Jenkins on the occasion of its 100th anniversary.

WHEREAS, in the fall of 1910, the Consolidation Coal Company of Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, purchased 100,000 acres of coal lands in Pike, Letcher, and Floyd Counties; and

WHEREAS, plans were made and a site selected within this area for the town of Jenkins, which was built as a model coal mining town for the miners and their families; and

WHEREAS, the city of Jenkins was made up of four small communities, incorporated under one township, Dunham, Burdine, Jenkins, and McRoberts; Dunham was named for A.S. Dunham, the company's auditor; Burdine is believed to have been named for Burdine Webb, a mail carrier; Jenkins is named for George C. Jenkins, one of the leading citizens of Baltimore, Maryland, and a major investor in the Consolidation Coal Company; and McRoberts was named for Samuel McRoberts, a financier from New York City who became the company's director in 1918; and

WHEREAS, the city of Jenkins, in Letcher County, Kentucky, was recognized as a city of the sixth class and incorporated on January 9, 1912, and the government was established on April 20, 1912; and

WHEREAS, Jenkins, Kentucky, is located in the beautiful mountains of southeastern Kentucky, and is nestled along Pine Mountain; and

WHEREAS, Jenkins is home to Raven Rock Golf Course, a regulation 18-hole golf course with great scenery; and

WHEREAS, Breaks Interstate Park, "The Grand Canyon of the South," being one of only two interstate parks in America and encompassing 4,500 acres of woodland, is minutes away; and

WHEREAS, Jenkins residents are proud of their Appalachian heritage and celebrate their roots each year with Jenkins Homecoming Days, the friendliest festival in the mountains; and

WHEREAS, residents are especially proud of their railroad heritage and showcase it year-round at the David A. Zegeer Railroad Museum; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Jenkins, through their hard work and dedication, have built upon that historic foundation first established by their forefathers and have, in that same spirit of historic consciousness, labored without cessation to ensure that Jenkins remains a thriving, progressive community; and

WHEREAS, this is the year of the 100th anniversary of the incorporation of the city of Jenkins;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives salutes the historic city of Jenkins in Letcher County on the occasion of the 100th anniversary of its incorporation and joins with its citizens in celebration.
