Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 113 relates to the revocation of motor vehicle registrations when a person fails to show proof of insurance on the vehicle.  Under current law (KRS 186A.040) a registration may be revoked three times within a 12 month period before this is considered a violation of state insurance laws (KRS 304.39-080)  relating to security covering a motor vehicle.  After the third violation the County Attorney must begin prosecution under the state insurance code.

HB 113 would require the county attorney to begin prosecution if there was one revocation (rather than three- revocations) within a 12 month period.  The Department of Vehicle Regulation is responsible for notifying the county attorneys when revocations occur.  Under HB 113, a person guilty of a violation of KRS 186A.040 must pay a $20 fee which is divided equally between the county clerk and the Transportation Cabinet. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
According to the Kentucky County Attorneys Association, the fiscal impact of HB 113 on County Attorneys is expected to be significant.  They believe that although they cannot predict the impact in terms of caseload and cost, it would be impossible to do the required prosecutions without a significant funding increase for the office of County Attorney.
The Kentucky County Clerks Association believes that HB 113 would have a minimal fiscal impact on Kentucky County Clerks.
