LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or B misdemeanors and defendants charged with felony offenses until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, the state’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.79 per day.

 Section 1 Any person who violates the provisions this bill shall be fined not less than six thousand five hundred dollars ($6,500) nor more than twelve thousand five hundred dollars ($12,500), or be imprisoned in the county jail for no more than one (1) year, or both.
Following a conviction of subsection (2) of this section, a defendant may apply to the judge for permission to enter a community labor program in accordance with the provisions of KRS 189A.020 for not less than one hundred (100) hours nor more than two hundred (200) hours and to complete a traffic safety course administered by the Transportation Cabinet in lieu of penalties levied under subsection (4) of this section.
