Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 137 creates a new section of KRS 189 which defines “vulnerable user of a public roadway” and makes operating a motor vehicle in a manner that causes a collision and serious physical injury to a vulnerable user a citable offense. Motorists convicted of this violation shall have their license suspended and face fines ranging from $6,500 to $12,500 or imprisonment in county jail for up to one year. HB 137 provides for the possibility of participating in a community labor program and traffic safety course in lieu such penalties.  

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 137 on local government would likely be minimal. Law enforcement officers, who would already be required to complete an accident report under current law, would not be greatly affected by having to cite the driver for an additional charge under the provisions of HB 137. 
Any money collected as penalties under HB 137 will be deposited in the state’s general fund. 

A person convicted under the provisions of HB 137 could be incarcerated for up to one year in one of Kentucky’s 79 jails. While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $31.34 per day.
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
