Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
This legislation raises the amount sheriffs or other law enforcement officers are paid for providing court security for the Circuit or District court from eight dollars an hour to $12 per hour. (It should be noted that the budget bill, 2012 Ky. Acts ch. 144, raised the fee from eight dollars to nine dollars an hour.) Local law enforcement officers are reimbursed for the actual hours worked by the Finance and Administration Cabinet. Time spent in court service is certified by the judge of the court which the officer attended and by the Chief Judge of the Circuit or District Court as appropriate. KRS 64.092(5). (A review of the statutory history of KRS 64.092 indicates, that prior to the 2012 budget bill, these fees had not been raised since 1996, see 1996 Ky. Acts ch. 248, Section 3.)       

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact resulting from this hourly reimbursement rate increase for local law enforcement is expected to be at least a moderate and perhaps greater increase in revenues for sheriff’s offices and other local law enforcement that are providing court security. 

The hourly rate for reimbursement of local law enforcement for providing court security has been set at a rate of eight dollars an hour since 1996. That fee was raised to nine dollars an hour in the 2012 budget bill, 2012 Ky. Acts ch. 144. This legislation would represent a 50% increase in that 1996 hourly rate, and a 33.3 % increase from the nine dollar an hour rate in the 2012 budget. These fees are reimbursed by the Finance and Administration Cabinet as a necessary government expense.
For fiscal year 2011 the reimbursed fees for all counties exclusive of Estill and Larue, were approximately $8,836,519.82. For fiscal year 2012, after the increase from eight to nine dollars an hour in the budget bill, the reimbursed fees for all counties exclusive of Estill and Larue were approximately $9,394,262.85.
