MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this measure is create a crime victim address protection program within the Department of the State.  
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The measure creates new sections in KRS Chapter 14 to establish a crime victim address protection program for victims of domestic violence and abuse, stalking, and felony sexual offenses; allows crime victims to use an address provided by the Secretary of State in lieu of the person's actual physical address; allows program participants to vote by mail-in absentee ballot; and amends KRS 117.085 to conform. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Secretary of  State’s Office will have additional costs associated with this provision; however the Secretary’s Office will be able to absorb the costs within their existing budget.  

LRC staff estimate there will be some costs for local county clerks offices, but the costs are indeterminable 

because the number of persons who are eligible for and who would take advantage of the crime victim address protection program is unknown.
