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AN ACT relating to state emblems and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 2 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. is named and designated the official state Kentucky Center for Agriculture and Rural History.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 154 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. shall be attached to the Tourism, Arts and Heritage Cabinet. The cabinet shall assist in funding The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. and its operations and shall also seek and obtain any private or federal funds that may be available for the operations of The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. 
(2)
There is established within the State Treasury a trust and agency fund to be administered by the Tourism, Arts and Heritage Cabinet for the purpose of supporting the operations and development of The Homeplace on Green River, Inc. The fund may receive funds from any public or private source, including appropriations, grants, gifts, contributions, and federal funds, and those funds shall be expended for the purposes set out in this subsection. Moneys included in the fund, are hereby appropriated for the purposes set forth in this section.
(3)
Notwithstanding KRS 45.229, any moneys remaining in the fund at the close of the fiscal year shall not lapse but shall be carried forward into the succeeding fiscal year. Any interest earned on the fund shall become a part of the fund and shall not lapse. 
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
