Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 253 HCS would amend KRS Chapter 189.456 to require that disabled parking placards contain a tamper-evident sticker that clearly states the year of expiration.  KRS Chapter 189.990 is amended to increase the fine established in KRS 189.458 (2) and (3) from $250 to $500.  The distribution of the fine would also be changed from 90% for the personal care assistance program to 75% and 25% to the county in which the violation is written. The bill would become effective July 1, 2014.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 253 HCS would increase the amount of funds distributed to the county.  The amount of the increased is indeterminable and would depend upon the number of violations which occur. The funds received would be split equally among the law enforcement agencies within the county where the violation occurred.
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
